Please ensure the
child’s name is written on the bag.

In library classes the children acquire different knowledge, skills and practices using a variety of
learning strategies. Children are also encouraged to read for enjoyment and pleasure.

The library is open to students in grade 3 to 6 on Monday lunchtimes for ‘Chess Club’.

Children also have opportunity to read in the library during lunchtimes on Tuesdays, Wednesdays,
Thursdays and Fridays.
